
The programs at the Center for Advanced Learning are for students who want to be challenged to higher levels of achievement in specific career-related courses of study. It is for students who want to do something with what they have learned both inside and outside of school. It is for students who want to get a start on their life after high school.  To be successful in a program that provides these opportunities, students need to have certain personal qualities, skills, and educational experiences.


Personal Qualities: CAL is right for students who

· Are independent thinkers and learners

· Enjoy working both with others and on their own

· Like challenges and can manage the frustrations that often come with them

· Think creatively—“outside the box”

· Are mature enough to work in adult settings

· Do what is necessary to complete a job or task
· Attend school regularly and are able to keep up when they do miss school
Skills: CAL is right for students who are able to

· Read and write at a 10th grade level or above (based on OAKS)
· Understand math concepts (including algebra) and perform mathematical calculations at a 10th grade level or above (based on OAKS)
· Perform basic computer functions (keyboarding, word processing, database, spreadsheets, email, file sharing, classroom management software, internet)

· Work well with others-both students and adults

· Excellent time management including meeting deadlines
Educational Experiences: CAL is right for students who have successfully completed

· 2 years of high school math (including algebra) (Reynolds students-Math 200)

· 2 years of high school English

· 2 years of high school science (including biology or chemistry for those entering the

medical/health sciences program)


If you have decided that CAL is the right place for you, you will need to complete the application process in order to be considered for the program.  
Applications with additional directions are available at your home high school counseling office/college & career center.
· Complete the Student Application Form (see your home high school counselor for your school’s deadline);
· Request that two teachers complete a Teacher Recommendation Form.  At least one of the teacher recommendations must be from an English or math teacher;
· Write a personal statement explaining why you think CAL is the right place for you.  Your essay should be one to two pages in length, 12 pt. font and double spaced. It must also be written in MLA format.
